	Make a model of the earth showing the different biomes.

	Write a speech that a politician or TV presenter such as David Attenborough could make informing others about climate change.
	Make a model of a tropical flower e.g. origami, clay…


	Write a story based either in the rainforest or about the effects that climate change is having in different places around the world. 
	Paint or draw a picture of a beautiful flower from the rainforest.
Look at the art work by Henri Rousseau, Abel Rodriguez 


	Research and present information about how Burnham Beeches and the local area is being affected by climate change.
	Draw and label a map of a rainforest using a key and including the scale that you have used.


	Visit Kew Gardens or the Living Rainforest in Newbury and write a review about your trip. This can be a powerpoint/poster/leaflet/spoken presentation.
	Create a leaflet for visitors to Burnham Beeches that informs them of all of the plants and wildlife that are there and what they can do to help protect the area.


	Research and write a biography about a person who has been influential in raising the importance of acting on climate change. e.g. David Attenborough,  Prince Charles
	Design a poster for Burnham Beeches encouraging people not to drop litter.

	Write a poem that inspires others to think about climate change and the effect it is having on our planet.
	Design a poster encouraging people to think about climate change and the effects it is having on the earth
